Spring Clean Feet  With a basic nail kit and a few goodies from the  
pantry you can revitalise the condition of feet neglected over Winter.  
Make the scrub / masque before you start.   Take some candles and music to the 
bathroom to relax by when the masque is on!  

 Make approx ½ cup of paste with brown sugar, pineapple juice, !/2 a mashed 
avocado & warmed honey. Vegans can omit the honey. 

 Soak feet in warm water for 5 minutes to clean and soften nails, ideally with a       
drop or two of essential oil such as lavender. If you have a pumice stone, rub over 
heels and calloused areas. 

 Scrub feet well all over with a little of the sugar mix. Apply the rest to leave on feet   
as a masque for 10 minutes then remove.  

 Clean under nails, trim, file and buff them smooth and gently push back cuticles.  

 Massage a few drops of rosehip, avocado, tamu or jojoba oil into nails, cuticles         
and driest  parts of feet (if none, a little olive oil will do). Massage your fav body    
butter or lotion all over feet. Wait several minutes before removing any excess 
especially on  nail if applying polish. Tip - light polish shades draw less attention to 
nails. 

 Repeating this treatment 4 – 7 days later will yield the best results so that you can 
confidently step out in sandals. 

 Prefer it pre-made? Try Treasured Earth’s Bamboo and Lotus scrub with mimosa           
and clementine. Works beautifully and smells sublime!
